LVC Volunteers live together in intentional household communities, to serve, deepen their spirituality, and encourage simple, sustainable living.  
· Provide transitional and supportive housing to the low-income, elderly, and disabled.  A “roof over your head” is the most basic necessity, yet many of those served by Transitional Housing, Good Shepherd Housing, Fellowship Square Foundation, and National Lutheran home would otherwise be without one. Both transitional housing and permanent housing are urgently needed.  

· Provide comprehensive services for low-income and homeless women and families.  N Street Village and Community Family Life Services provide the shelter, support, and integrated care needed for women and families to change their lives for the better.  

· Provide services to refugees, HIV.AIDs children, and disaster victims through Lutheran Social Services

· Provide services to the unemployed, uneducated, and ex-offenders through Southeast Ministries.
